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From the Pastor’s Desk

Responding!

1 After the Sabbath, at dawn on the first day of the week, Mary Magdalene 
and the other Mary went to look at the tomb. 2 There was a violent 
earthquake, for an angel of the Lord came down from heaven and, going to 
the tomb, rolled back the stone and sat on it. 3 His appearance was like 
lightning, and his clothes were white as snow. 4 The guards were so afraid 
of him that they shook and became like dead men. 5 The angel said to the 
women, “Do not be afraid, for I know that you are looking for Jesus, who 
was crucified. 6 He is not here; he has risen, just as he said. Come and see 
the place where he lay. 7 Then go quickly and tell his disciples: ‘He has 
risen from the dead and is going ahead of you into Galilee. There you will 
see him.’ Now I have told you” (Matthew 21:1-6).  

Every time I read this passage of our risen Savior, I am excited 
about the fact that we truly serve a supernatural God who is very much 
alive.  All over this passage, we see examples of God’s greatness and 
supernatural power.   
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During our Resurrection Sunday service we were challenged by 
the Lord about what our response was to the empty tomb.  The first thing 
we find in the Easter text  is the “violent earthquake.”  Notice that this 
isn’t a normal earthquake.  On the contrary, this one is different in that an 
angel is mentioned as coming down from heaven at the same time.  Now this 
angel is responsible for rolling back the stone in front of the tomb.  
Studies and research has revealed that the stone weighed as much as 
4,000 lbs.  No doubt the Roman guards felt the earth moving and a holy, 
reverential fear came upon them that caused them to simply “fall out” as if 
they were dead men.  We quickly discover that Mary Magdalene and the 
other Mary are face to face with the angel of the Lord.  They of course 
receive good news, learning that Jesus is not only gone, but He is alive, 
and is in Galilee waiting for them.   

My question to you is, as we move from Easter towards 
Pentecost, how are you responding to His call for greater spiritual 
growth?  How has this Easter been different from last year?  Are you 
closer to our Savior this year?  Perhaps you sense a holy stirring within 
your spirit to draw closer to the Master?  It all comes back to 
relationship.  Jesus says in the Gospel of Matthew, 11:28 28 “Come to 
me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest.   God the 
Father speaks through the prophet Jeremiah when he says “For surely I 
know the plans I have for you, says the Lord, plans for your welfare and 
not for harm, to give you a future with hope.”  God wants us to respond to 
Him.  He has so much for us to experience and do for His Kingdom.   May 
you respond to His love and desire to have relationship with Him in these 
last days.  I really believe the best is yet to come!   May God will richly 
bless you with what you need the most!

What is this Dance Thing all About Anyway?

Kadosh Adonai is:
-Christ centered, Christ honoring, Christ loving                  
-A ministry using the fine and visual arts in worship to usher people into a deeper sense of
the presence of God

-Called to remind the church of her Jewish roots and the Jewishness of her Messiah
-An Aaron and Hur ministry, desiring to serve, support and minister under the authority of
the church

-A people prepared to teach these things and pass them on to others

The name, Kadosh Adonai, is Hebrew meaning “Holy unto the Lord.”   I Peter 2:5 says, “Ye also, as Lively stones, are built up a 
spiritual house, an holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God by Jesus Christ.” I Peter 2:9 says “But ye are a 
chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a peculiar people, that ye should show forth the praises of Him who hath 
called you out of darkness into His marvelous light. To be Holy simply means to be set apart, dedicated or devoted to the service of 
God. This should be the desire of every Christian; to be Holy unto the Lord. In Romans 12:1, we are told to present our bodies a
living sacrifice, Holy unto God. We do this by ever staying in His presence. The easiest way to do this is to praise Him with all our 
might.

This ministry uses dance, banners, other forms of pageantry, and teaching to reach people with the good news of Yeshua
(Jesus). Our heart is to teach and exhibit Israeli folk dances, worship dance, praise dance and warring dances, and to remind the 
church of her Jewish roots. Learning about Jewish customs helps us understand Yeshua’s lifestyle. All of this has developed a deeper 
understanding of why we are to praise Him. He created us to praise Him. The scriptures tell us that He inhabits our praises which 
means His presence comes to us when we praise Him. In His presence there is fullness of joy; and the joy of the Lord is our strength. 
So if you want the Lord’s strength, you have to praise Him with all that is within you! God in all His wisdom planned it this way, 
not because He needs our praises, although He enjoys it, but because we need it. We receive all the benefits when we praise Him. If 
we, the people, can get hold of this simple truth, we will eagerly find every possible way to praise the Lord.

Kadosh Adonai strives to be proficient in the dance with simplicity and humility. Our garments are not costumes; they are
garments of praise symbolic and meaningful in design, colors and fabrics. The weapons of our warfare are praise, prayer and 
worship.

King David was described as a man after God’s own heart. He was the ultimate praiser and worshipper. Warrior, shepherd, and 
loyal friend; he was thoroughly human in all his ways and becomes a model for us as believers. David’s heart was not just toward
God, but was yielded to God. David was quick to respond to the guiding winds of God’s Holy Spirit. His heart cry was to be where
God was moving, even if he had to forsake the throne so that he could become a doorman for the house of the Lord. David was 
consumed with his God and the relationship that they had. Ultimately, nothing else mattered.

Kadosh Adonai’s desire is to burn with David’s zeal, to be that doorman at the house of the Lord, ushering people into the very 
presence of God. We yearn to be in His presence, to stand in awe as He moves among His people. We want to proclaim with King 
David that the Ark of the Lord’s presence is constantly accessible to His people.

We are all commanded in the scriptures to dance and clap our hands as a way to praise the Lord as He is worthy. You are 
invited to join us on Tuesdays at 7:00 pm in the Oasis if you would like to learn more about using your entire body as a worship
instrument!
